PLEASE NOTE: The valve must be installed with the plumbing on the right hand side as shown or this will result in 
the face plate being upside down - this cannot be reversed. It is essential to have access to the flow control cartridge,
thermostatic cartridge and also the check valves to enable efficient servicing



1. Remove the ¾” plastic insert plugs and discard

2. Screw the valve assembly to the wall using the fixing lugs. Care must be taken to ensure that the correct depth (see 
diagram) from the wall surface, including tiles, is maintained

3. Make the pipe work connections using a thread sealer. All inlets and outlets are tapped ¾” BSP. ENSURE YOU DO NOT USE 
TAPERED  THREADED ADAPTORS

4. Turn on the water supplies to test the connections for water tightness

5. Turn off the water supply and flush out the system by removing the check valves and filters

6. Replace the check valves and filters. Ensure that they are reinserted the correct way round and tighten the covers. Turn on 
the water to ensure that a water tight seal is made then turn off the water

7. Tile as shown following the guidelines on page 4 and ensure a hole of 65x292mm is cut to allow access to the cartridges 
and non return valves. The valve is now installed and is ready for the trim kit to be installed

8. Push fit the shaft covers which will be held in place via the internal O-ring and ensure that they do not fall off whilst 
installing.  (WE RECOMMEND FACING THE GRUB SCREW HOLES IN THE SHAFT COVERS DOWN AFTER INSTALLATION TO CONCEAL 
THEM, THEY ARE SHOWN ON THE SIDE IN THIS DIAGRAM FOR INSTRUCTIONAL PURPOSES)

9. Place the face plate over the shafts and seal to the wall using a sealant of your choice

10. The handles can now be attached using the grub screws. Place the handle on the spline so that it is level when in the off 
position. Turn the handle to line up the grub screw on the handle and tighten with a 2mm Allen key. Place the thermostat 
handle on the spline and line up the grub screw with the access hole and tighten the screw

11. Turn on the water and ensure that all connections to the valve and the outlets are watertight

12. The valve is now ready for use

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1. The top handle controls the water flow. ¼ turn anticlockwise turns 
the water fully on

2. The thermostatic cartridge is controlled by the second handle.Turn  
anticlockwise for hotter water

IMPORTANT:
You will need to set the maximum temperature that you would like 
the water to run at

3. To set the maximum temperature you must remove the 
temperature  limiter ring 'A'. To do this you must first 
remove the thermostat handle

Next remove the limiter ring ʻAʼ (If you have difficulty 
removing the limiter ring you can undo the grub screw ʻBʼ 
which releases the outer casing 'C', this can be used to tap 
the limiter ring off the thermostat spindle. Reposition the 
outer casing 'C' and re-tighten grub screw ʻBʼ before 
proceeding)

4. Next rotate the thermostat spindle ʻDʼ until you have 
reached the maximum temperature desired. Then 
reposition the limiter ring ʻA'           on the thermostat spindle ʻDʼ 
so it rests against the projecting stud on the inside of the 
casing ʻCʼ

Finally replace the thermostat handle

We guarantee the brass concealed shower valve body and trim set including; all handles, shaft covers and face plates, against 
defects in workmanship and raw material for a period of 25 years. Within the guarantee period we will resolve defects by 
repairing or replacing defect components free of charge.

As our products are designed to last longer than you may be staying in your house, we will allow all customers who register 
their product with us to transfer the guarantee to the new owners of their property.

Consumable Components – 12.½ Year Guarantee
Your product will be affected by general wear and tear through daily use.  As with any products there will be a requirement to 
replace consumable parts periodically dependent on frequency of use and how the product is maintained.  All consumable 
components are guaranteed for a period of 12.½ years or half the lifetime of the product and we will keep a full stock of all 
parts for the life of the product.

MAINTENANCE AND CLEANING

The controls and face plate should be cleaned frequently by wiping with a damp soft cloth and polished with a dry duster. 
Cleaners containing alcohol, acid or corrosive materials should not be used.

Thermostatic cartridge, we recommend that once per week the handle controlling the temperature should be turned fully left 
and fully right before placing back in original condition to help extend life of your product.

Do not use abrasive cleaners, detergents or polishes, this will cause harm to the finish of your product and void the guarantee.

We have spent many years 
researching and developing our lacquer coating to provide a hard durable surface, which combines our products aesthetic 
beauty with longevity.  However, like all surfaces this lacquer can be degraded through the use of harsh chemicals and 
abrasives.  If your products are treated well and maintained as per the instructions you will have many years of 
unblemished use.   

**Unlacquered Finishes – all of our products are manufactured from solid brass ingots, and as such, when left unprotected 
they will age, tarnish and change in appearance over time – this is often referred to as a living finish.  Aged brass can be 
wonderful in appearance and offer a very unique and individual finish.  We have no control over living finish products and 
as such can offer no guarantee to their appearance after supply.
